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History of the Honors Program 
 

In 1987, Missouri Western State University (then Missouri Western State College) 
established the Honors Program with administrative support, budgets, utilization of the 
most qualified faculty, and development of an interesting, innovative, challenging, and 
flexible curriculum with smaller class sizes. Dr. Gerald Zweerink became the first Honors 
Director, establishing the Insignis Scholarship (later known as the Golden Griffon 
Scholarship), Student Honors Organization, and affiliation with Alpha Chi.  
Since then, four honors directors Dr. David Bennett (1993-2005), Dr. Elizabeth Latosi-
Sawin (2005-2012), Dr. Teddi Deka (2012-2021), and Dr. Joel Hyer (2021- present), along 
with the Honors Committee and support staff, developed innovative curriculum, and 
provided opportunities for research and travel. 
 

Mission: The Honors Program at Missouri Western State University provides an 
enriched educational experience for the exceptional student. The program is designed for 
the student who enjoys learning, and whose personal goals emphasize the pursuit of 
understanding and knowledge. Ultimately, the program provides students with academic 
training and skills which will serve them well in both their chosen careers and their 
personal lives. Goals of the program are to foster the growth of intellectual inquiry, 
independence, and initiative in honors participants with an array of learning experiences 
including special courses, colloquia, and independent research and study. Each honors 
experience is simultaneously challenging, exciting, and enjoyable.

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Qualifications 
 

All students applying for the Honors Program must be a full-time, degree-seeking student.  
 

Incoming Freshmen 
 
Incoming freshmen who qualify for the Honors Program should have an ACT score of 26 
or higher and high school GPA of 3.5 or higher. Incoming freshmen with a high school GPA 
of 3.6 or higher do not need to have an ACT score. Incoming students apply for the Honors 
Program and are selected for admission from their applications. 
 
Students who have taken AP and/or Dual Credit courses in high school may not be 
required to take as many Honors courses. Please see “Earning Honors Status” on page six 
for more details to see if you qualify. 

 
Current and Transfer Students 
 
Current students at MWSU, or transfer students can apply after 15 hours of college credit 
with an overall GPA of 3.5 or higher. If these students have more than 32 hours of college 
credit, they may only be able to pursue Majors Honors. 

 

Juniors and Seniors 
 

Current students wanting to complete Majors Honors must be considered and Junior or 
Senior. Students must have a faculty member within their major willing to support and 
guide the students through a research project. Students must have a college GPA of 3.5 or 
higher.

General Studies Honors 

 Requirements: 

• Complete 12 credit hours of General Studies Honors courses. 
o Students who have received an A in two dual credit courses (each 

course being at last three credit hours), or students who receive a 
score of 4 or higher on two separate AP tests exams will only be 
required to take 6 credit hours of General Studies Honors courses.  

• Complete 4 credit hours of Honors Colloquia (HON 194 for 2 credits and HON 
395 for 2 credits). 

• Complete 2 credits of UNV 201 (Students sign up for this by going to the 
Center for Service in Eder Hall, room 202) . 

• Students must have a GPA of 3.25 or higher at the time of General Studies 
Honors completion. 

Total: 18 credit hours (12 credit hours if AP or Dual Credit exception occurs) 

Majors Honors 

  Requirements: 

• Complete a research project or creative work under the guidance of a 
professor within your major. 

• Present the research somewhere OR submit for publication. 
• Complete 6 credit hours of 300+ level honors coursework within the major. 
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o Students will complete an Honors-by-Contract to complete this (see 
Honors Courses for more information on Honors-by-Contract). 

• Complete 2 credit hours of Honors Colloquia (HON 395 for 2 credits).  
• Complete 1 credit of UNV 201(Students sign up for this by going to the Center 

for Service in Eder Hall, room 202) . 
• Submit a Majors Honors Progress Report form. This form can be found on the 

Honors website under “Forms”. It can also be found by going to the A-Z 
Search and searching under “Forms- Students” and “Forms- Employees”. The 
submission of this form will automatically be sent to the Honors Program 
once it is filled out.  

• Students must have a GPA of 3.5 or higher at the time of Majors Honors 
completion. 
 

Total: 9 credit hours OR 24 credit hours if the student has already completed 
General Studies Honors. 

 

Students must earn a grade of B or higher in all honors courses to be applied towards the 
Program requirements. 
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Remaining in Honors 

GPA and Grades 

Students must achieve a 3.25 or higher overall GPA to remain in good standing with the 
Honors Program (3.50 or higher for Majors Honors). The Honors Program checks GPA 
every semester. Students with GPAs below 3.25 will receive warning letters through their 
MWSU email.  

We recommend that students seek advising and/or meet with the Honors Director if their 
GPA falls below the 3.25 requirement. It is possible that if the student does not raise their 
GPA, they will be removed from the Honors Program.  

Students must achieve the GPA benchmark in order to achieve General Studies Honors.   

Progress toward General Studies Honors  

Students have all four years to complete the General Studies Honors requirements. 
However, Honors students must demonstrate progress toward General Studies Honors 
each semester. Students should take at least one General Studies Honors course, or one 
Colloquium, or be actively participating in UNV 201 each semester until completing the 
program.  

 

Lapses of two semesters will be considered inadequate progress, and the student will need 
to meet with the director to establish a plan of action. Failure to meet with the director 
after a lapse of two semesters may result in removal from the Honors Program.  
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Honors Courses 

General Studies Honors Courses 

The Honors Program and other departments determine the General Studies rotation for 
the academic year. This rotation appears in the University Catalog and it is included on the 
following page. The rotation generally does not alter from year to year. However, 
sometimes changes occur due to student usage and faculty availability. Honors courses are 
designated by -80 through –89. For example, BIO 101-82 would be a BIO 101 course for 
Honors students. Some courses are designated as “always honors” (*) (see chart on next 
page).  

 

Honors-By-Contract (HBC) 
 

Occasionally, students may need to take a general studies course that is not currently 
being offered as an Honors course. In this event, students can find the class the wish to 
take and fill out an Honors-by-Contract. This form is available on the main Missouri 
Western website on the A-Z Search under “Forms-Students”. You can also find the form on 
the Honors Program website under “Forms” as the “Honors-by-Contract Application.” This 
form has faculty specify the additional coursework to be completed to achieve honors 
status. An Honors-by-Contract form must be completed and accepted the semester before 
the start date of the course. A professor, department chair, or the Honors Director, has the 
right to refuse an Honors-by-Contract form. Honors-by-Contract can only be granted for 
general studies courses that are typically offered with honors sections, and with the 
approval noted above. There are no Honors-by-Contract for colloquia courses (HON195, 
HON395).  Honors-by-Contract are not available for incoming Freshmen.  

 

Colloquia 

 
Each academic year, the Honors Program Committee asks faculty to propose colloquia 
courses centered on special topics or themes. All colloquia encourage creative and critical 
thinking, enrichment within the topic, and camaraderie among Honors students. In the 
Fall semesters, the Honors Program offers both HON195 (incoming Freshmen only) and 
HON395 colloquia. In the Spring semesters, only HON395 colloquia are offered. Two to 
four colloquia are typically offered each semester.

The Honors Program recommends choosing two semesters, either the Fall and Spring of 
senior year, or the Spring of junior year and the Fall of senior year, to complete the 
requirements and project. Please review the requirements for Majors Honors in the 
previous section. Plan your project in advance! Students wishing to pursue Majors Honors 
must have the support of a faculty sponsor to provide guidance for the project. You may 
find it beneficial to work with a faculty member on your research a semester or two before 
asking for sponsorship.

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Advising 

Every student has an academic advisor at MWSU.  You can find your advisor on your 
Goldlink account. Most students meet their advisor right before registration begins. Of 
course, you can meet your advisor beforehand anytime. 

Pre-Advisement  

Advisement period begins approximately 1-2 weeks before the registration period for the 
following semester. Make sure to sign up for advisement as soon as possible. You can do 
this by emailing your academic advisor and setting up an advising meeting. Make sure to do 
this during the early stages of advisement since you will be able to register at the same time 
as seniors. During advisement, you will generally receive a PIN number that is required in 
order to register for classes. Make sure your advisor knows you are an honors student. You 
will use that PIN to register for your next semester classes. 

Check the list of available General Studies Honors courses and Colloquia courses that is 
posted on the Honors Program Canvas page. You can also find a list of Honors course 
offerings by going to the A-Z search, finding “Class Schedule Search”, and then selecting the 
semester which you are enrolling in. From there, leave the “Subject” and “Course Number” 
blank. In the “Title” field, type “%honors%” and click search.  

We advise that Honors students try to register for two General Studies Honors courses 
and/or one Colloquium until you meet the program requirements. At minimum, try for at 
least one General Studies Honors course or at least one Colloquium class per semester until 
you achieve General Studies Honors. Don’t forget to enroll in UNV 201. You have to enroll 
for this in person at the Center for Service Office in Eder Hall 202. 

Make sure you and your advisor keep track of your progress in honors by examining the 
General Studies Honors block on your Griffon GPS. If you have questions regarding your 
progress in the Honors Program, please contact us via email at 
honors@missouriwestern.edu. 

Supplemental Advisement  

If you would like supplemental advisement, contact the Honors Office and you can make a 
supplemental advisement appointment with the Honors Director. Please note that you will 
still need to visit your assigned advisor.

The appeal will be discussed in the next monthly committee 
meeting and voted upon by its members. After receiving the committee’s decision, the 
student can further appeal to Admissions and the Graduation Committee.  

Grades in Colloquia (HON 195, HON 395) Classes

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Expectations From High School to College 

Before you begin your freshman year in college, prepare yourself to be challenged by hard 
work, more work, and work that must be completed in a shorter period of time. You should 
begin to change your educational work ethic because you will be doing most of your work 
outside of the classroom, and you will be expected to learn the majority of your assigned 
material on your own, rather than relying on your teachers to teach it to you. You should 
also begin preparing yourself to learn in a less-structured classroom atmosphere in which 
your teachers will no longer remind you about what you are supposed to do, will hold you 
responsible for completing your assignments in the correct and timely manner described in 
the course syllabus they give you on the first day of class, and will be less likely to bend the 
rules or allow you to earn extra credit if your work is late or if you perform poorly. You 
may also discover that college professors are less available than high school teachers and 
that some prefer to maintain a more formal relationship with their students than high 
school teachers.  

 Time management can be a challenge for some freshmen. Learning does not end when the 
class day ends in college. In fact, learning often begins when classes end because so much 
learning takes place outside the classroom. This abrupt cultural change is particularly 
challenging for students who are accustomed to going to high school for seven hours and 
then having the remaining 17 hours of the day to eat, sleep, relax, shop, play video games, 
watch television, listen to music, and hang out with friends. One of the purposes of higher 
education is to prepare you to become a person who is capable of mastering large amounts 
of difficult material in a short period of time and performing this work in a responsible and 
independent manner without having to be reminded to do it. In other words, one of the 
objectives of a college education is to transform teenagers into adults. The following 
comment from a former student puts this objective into sharp perspective: “It’s time for me 
to step out of the purgatory between my teenage years and adulthood and take some 
responsibility for my life.”
